New Growth  

 Spring is here! What an incredible time to watch as the beauty of          

creation begins to sprout forth all of its radiance. One can easily be caught up in 

wonder of how each rain drop, each particle of pollen (yes even the horribly  

aggravating, allergy causing, vehicle coating, yellow stuff), plays a unique, God 

ordained and decreed part of nourishment that brings for new life. The bees are 

busy fulfilling their roles as workers for the glory of God; birds are offering their 

songs of praise, the blooms of Dogwood trees, the smell of the flowers; all things 

great and small joining in their praises to the Creator and Sustainer of life. This line 

of thought brings to mind one of the great comforts we find in Scripture as Jesus 

reminds us that our Father in heaven has great love for his people.  

òTherefore I tell you, do not be anxious about your life, what you will eat 

or what you will drink, nor about your body, what you will put on. Is not life 

more than food, and the body more than clothing? Look at the birds of 

the air: they neither sow nor reap nor gather into barns, and yet your 

heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not of more value than they? And 

which of you by being anxious can add a single hour to his span of life? 

And why are you anxious about clothing? Consider the lilies of the field, 

how they grow: they neither toil nor spin, yet I tell you, even Solomon in all 

his glory was not arrayed like one of these. But if God so clothes the grass 

of the field, which today is alive and tomorrow is thrown into the oven, will 

he not much more clothe you, O you of little faith? Therefore do not be 

anxious, saying, ôWhat shall we eat?õ or ôWhat shall we drink?õ or ôWhat 

shall we wear?õ For the Gentiles seek after all these things, and your  

heavenly Father knows that you need them all. But seek first the kingdom 

of God and his righteousness, and all these things will be added to you.

Today, I am thankful that the seasons obey. They testify to the majesty of the   

Father, the provision of his hands. Even now thinking on this idea of new growth 

and the transition from death to life, I am also reminded that it is by Godõs power 

and love towards me that I was able to spring forth into new life, a new season, 

one that I pray reflects the glory of the Father, realizing that this is only possible 

through the Son.

Also reminding us that apart 

from Christ, the true vine, we can not do anything (John 15:8). Are you            

connected to him, is he the source of your life? I encourage you, take sometime 

as the drear of winter breaks forth into a world full of color, take it all in and      

remember the God who intimately, as the masterful, magnificent, maestro, who 

conducts the beautiful sound of an orchestra, brings it all to completion; and 

worship.

HOW TO CARE FOR YOUR EASTER LILY 
If your Easter lily comes wrapped in foil, remove it since the plant can become  waterlogged on the bottom.  

Easter lilies require a medium moisture level and should never stand in water for a long time.  

Remove the yellow anthers from the center to prolong the life of the white flowers.  

They like bright areas indoors with natural light but not too much exposure to sun.  

Donõt let your cats near them. Easter lilies are toxic to cats. 

Lilies are perennials. So yes, you can plant them outdoors once the blossoms wither.  

Plant them in a sunny spot with well -drained soil at the same depth as they were in their vase  

or container. Many say to spread several inches of mulch then around the base of the flowers.  

Keep the soil moist during winter so the bulbs are happy.  

Do not plant them around other types of lilies. Because a virus could occur.  

Easter lilies are in a class of their own.

Easter is such an exciting time in a Christians life! I love celebrating the fact 

that I will have eternal life in heaven one day because of a Savior who loved 
me enough to send His Son to die for my sins.   

 
Easter is a great time to start new. Pick a devotional and read through it with 
your kids, or just read the Bible daily. This is something I need to do as well. I 

plan to focus on devotionals that are geared towards trusting Jesus and not my own (or my kidõs 
own) goodness. I have realized that I tend to focus on moralistic behaviors with my children. We 
can easily teach kids to be righteous like Noah, faithful like Moses, obedient like Abraham, and 

the list could go on and on. The truth is moralism, or following rules because they are rules, can 
simply produce pride or fear in a child and thatõs it. 

 
Together, letõs decide to use gospel centered devotionals. Gospel centered teaching tells us that 
God uses people who are weak and broken. It tells us that Bible characters are imperfect. 

Though the Bible does tell us these men were righteous, God did not choose Noah, Moses, and 
Abraham just because of their character.  God knows who we are. His love for us doesnõt change 

when we fail. His plan and his promises prevail in spite of our imperfections. This is a lesson I 
need to take to heart, right along with my kids. It doesnõt excuse behavior, but rather teaches 
that we should strive to do our best because of a loving God, and when we donõt weõre forgiven if 

we truly repent.
