At the December 13,2023 Board meeting, the
following items were discussed.

In lieu of a Senior Minister’s report, Greg

months.

Gammon Glass will
repair it. The Fellowship Hall was checked during the
recent heavy rain for leakage. It appears that the caulk-
ing and sealing the concrete company did was effective
because there were no leaks.

It was agreed to put a list of Pastor Search Committee
members in the Beacon and the Bulletin so that members
of the congregation would know who to contact if they
have concerns.
