Below is an update from Baptist Children’s Home, a 
missionary agency we support as a church. 

 

Last week I asked our childcare partners in   
Myanmar how we could pray for them. The      
response I received shows the overwhelming 
difficulty the family is experiencing. 

Dear Sister Linda and All,   

 We are greetings to you all in Jesus name from     
Myanmar! 

 The condition of Myanmar is in the terrible and the 
most dangerous situation right now. Wednesday, 
March 27, was the Burma Armed Forces 'DAY. In the 
speech of Min Aung Hlaing, General in Chief, he said 
that all the young people (boys and girls) and        
including all the retired arms forces must serve in the 
Myanmar military and must be sent to the front line 
of the battle fields in order to occupy again which the 
Junta has already lost.  

 That is a very terrible, illegal and awful announce-
ment. Hundreds of thousands of civilians will be 
killed. Who can stop him? Who can rescue the poor 
civilians, especially the young people, from the     
horrible decisions of the military general junta?  

 At this time, the majority of Burmese people are 
joining the tribal hill people of Myanmar to fight the 
military Junta.   

 As a result, the Junta lost many locations, several 
military camps, and 100,000 of their military soldiers 
died at the battle fields. And the general of the Junta 
has only very few soldiers in his control. That is why 
the military Junta general has ordered his armed 
forces services very illegally to cause trouble and to 
draft the precious young people of Myanmar.   

 This is our humble prayer request. Thank you.  

 As you can see, the situation is terrible. Please pray 
for God’s protection on all our children in five       
partnerships in Myanmar. Pray for them to have hope 
and comfort as they face these uncertain days. I will 
keep you informed.
