
Benevolence: A Great Responsibility of the Church
 
 
We are commanded as a group and individually to help others. There 
are those truly in need, and we are to be God’s “hands” in these 
situations. “Pure and undefiled religion before God and the Father is 
this: to visit orphans and widows in their trouble, and to keep oneself 
unspotted from the world” (James 1:27). If we see someone in need, 
we are warned about not doing anything. “What does it profit, my 
brethren, if someone says he has faith but does not have works? Can 
faith save him? If a brother or sister is naked and destitute of daily 
food, and one of you says to them, ‘Depart in peace, be warmed and 
filled,’ but you do not give them the things which are needed for the 
body, what does it profit” (James 2:14-16)?
Yet, we must not enable bad behavior. “For even when we were with 
you, we commanded you this: If anyone will not work, neither shall he 
eat” (2 Thessalonians 3:10). If we are approached by the lazy and 
shiftless to be fed, we would only encourage their behavior by feeding 
them or giving them other things. The same goes for those who are 
drinking alcohol or using drugs. Giving them money or food just allows 
them to continue what they are doing. There are too many Christians 
and those in the religious world who are enabling bad behavior. It is sin 
to have a part in that! We can try and help the person who is an addict 
who is trying to kick the habit. But people who are making no effort to 
do better for themselves aren’t to be given personal or the Lord’s 
resources.
I pray that no brother or sister will stand by and watch folks who are 
truly in need. I pray that we would be proactive. If we suspect 
someone is doing without, we should check on them and satisfy their 
immediate needs as quickly as possible. I also pray that we all stop 
giving or contributing to those who just look for a handout and will 
never try to take care of themselves. We aren’t doing them any favors 
when we do.
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You Are Not Enough... But He Is
 
“And they that did eat were about 5,000 men, beside women 

and children. Jesus took the loaves; and when He had 
given thanks, He gave to the disciples, and the disciples 
to them that were set down; and they did all eat and were 
filled” (Matt 14:21).

 
There are days when we feel like we are not enough. We may 

feel insignificant or inadequate. Yet, God has a way of 
taking the “not enough” and turning into an overflowing 
blessing.

 
Remember the story of the loaves and fish? A child offered 

what he had. It was not enough to feed thousands, but it 
was enough for Jesus.

 
Jesus said, “Bring them here to Me.” He commanded the 

multitude to sit down on the grass, and took the loaves 
and fish, and looking up to heaven, He blessed and brake
