A Scholarship award in the amount of $1000.00 (one-thousand dollars) may be awarded to as many as two
eligible high school seniors at the discretion of the Scholarship Committee in June of each year. The
committee reserves the right to make no award in any year.

A check shall be issued to the school at the beginning of the term or semester for which a scholarship is
awarded. The scholarship is a one-time award. In the event the scholarship recipient fails to enroll in the
coming academic year, or the recipient drops out of school, the recipient will be obligated to reimburse ARBC
for any amount of the scholarship not refunded by the institution.
