Bible Seminar: Saturday, Jan. 11th from 9am to 3pm

“How to Read and Interpret Scripture for Yourself” led by Dr. John Byron, Professor of New 
Testament at Ashland Theological Seminary. 
This full day seminar covers a variety of topics including the nature of Scripture, how to choose a 
translation, and the basics of reading, interpreting, and applying the Bible. Participants will be introduced 
to the inductive Bible study method and the skills and attitudes necessary to handle Scripture responsibly.

More about the book:
Providing an intimate view into a loving Muslim home, Qureshi 
shares how he developed a passion for Islam before 
discovering, almost against his will, evidence that Jesus rose 
from the dead and claimed to be God. Unable to deny the 
arguments but not wanting to deny his family, Qureshi 
struggled with an inner turmoil that will challenge Christians, 
Muslims, and all those who are interested in two of the 
world's greatest religions and the quest for truth.
Qureshi--with great courage and intimacy--wrote this book 
with three major purposes in mind:
• To tear down walls between two of the world's major 

religions by giving non-Muslim readers an insider's 
perspective into a Muslim's heart and mind.

• To equip the reader with facts and knowledge, showing 
the strength of the case for the gospel contrasted with 
the case for Islam.

• To portray the immense inner struggle of Muslims 
grappling with the gospel, including all the sacrifices 

and doubts that rise up along the way.
Seeking Allah, Finding Jesus is more than the memoir of a man's pursuit of answers to the most important 
issues of life and faith. Ultimately, it's the story about the transformative grace and mercy of the one true 
God.
