We’ve had 

the privilege to do premarital counseling with him and 

Kiko, and I’ll perform my first wedding ceremony in 

Chinese.

These burdens have caused 

some to become discouraged; others have turned away from Christ. Please pray for 

the church leadership as we seek to help these Christians to be revived in their walk 

with Christ.
