Cuba Update 
Our Pastors and Pastoras in Cuba have received 
their salaries, and they remain deeply grateful for 
our faithful support.  Through your faithful giving, we 
provide $50 monthly for each pastor, $25 monthly for 
their missionaries, and $22 monthly for their cell 
phone service.  We also send a $100 tithe to each 
church to help further their missions.  These funds are 
sent every six months and make a tremendous   
difference. 
 
Although these amounts seem small to us, they are 
significant in Cuba’s current economy.  Prices     
continue to rise sharply—for example, one liter of 
gasoline now costs about 6,000 pesos, roughly $42-
$46 USD per gallon.  Our generosity helps these 
leaders continue their ministry during incredibly 
challenging times.
