2. She touches Jesus’ garment.

4. Made him lower than the heavenly beings and crowned him with glory and honor.

 

Mark 9, Psalm 9
1. At the baptism of Jesus.

2. He is going to suffer, die, and rise from the dead. 

3. They should be drowned in the depths of the sea.

4. In righteousness and uprightness. 

Mark 10, Psalm 10
1.“What God has joined together, let not man separate.”

2. His love for his possessions.

3.“Whoever would be great among you must be your servant.”

Mark 11, Psalm 11

Mark 12, Psalm 12
1. God refers to himself (present tense) as the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob; if they still exist, they will be raised from the dead because God is the God of the living.
