What you do

Assist the Sunday school teacher in engaging children in Kindergarten — 4" grade with the provided Sunday
school curricuium during either the 10:00 a.m. or 5:00 p.m. worship service.

Along with the teacher, meet children in the back of the sanctuary following the children’s message to lead
them to Sunday school.

Love and enjoy the kids who are there!

Help tidy the Sunday school room at the end of your time, putting away any supplies and cleaning off tables if
necessary.

Attend Sunday school team meetings (approximately 3x a year).

Time commitment

Ideally a once-a-month commitment to help kids develop relationship with adults in the congregation.

On Sundays: Arrive at least 15 minutes before worship begins to help the teacher make sure everything is set up
as needed and to gather any supplies, meet children in the sanctuary, and remain in the Sunday school room
until all kids have been picked up by parents.
